VESSEL BOARDING SCENARIOS

I. AT SEA, GEAR NOT FISHING (Running/Drifting)

1. Determine the need to comply with regulations TRP 

· Type of gear? (Gillnet vs set gillnet)

· Target fish type? (Swordfish, thresher shark vs halibut, seabass)

· Net material? (multi-filament vs mono filament)

· Length of net? (Single net 1000 fathoms max vs 1500 fathoms max

2. Inspect pingers

· Count total number aboard

· Determine if operational/functioning

II. AT SEA, GEAR FISHING (setting/retrieving)


1. Implement I 1.


2. Inspect pingers

· Determine if a sample is operational/functioning?

· Are pingers attached at floatline and leadline?

· Are pingers spaced 300 feet apart horizontally?


3. Inspect extender length (equal to or greater than 36 feet)


III. AT SEA, GEAR FISHING (soaking)

1. Implement I 1


2. Retrieve 60 fathoms of net


3. Inspect pingers

· Ask total number attached to gear

· Determine if a sample is operational/functioning 

· Are pingers attached at floatline and leadline?

· Are pingers spaced 300 feet apart horizontally?


4. Inspect extender length

HINTS:

· Board vessel before net is set if possible

· Prefer no night boarding

· If vessel has NMFS observer, do regular boarding/inspection

50 CFR 229.31

I. 
Failure to use pingers during a fishing set

II. 
Failure to have a sufficient number of pingers on board relative to the length of net.

III. 
Failure to deploy pingers within the maximum allowable length from the float/leadline.

IV. 
Failure to deploy pingers as directed by the regulations, including:

· incorrect spacing

· failure to have pingers on both the floatine/leadline

V. 
Use of non-compliat pingers, including:


· Incorrect frequency

· Incorrect pulse duration

· Incorrect dB

VI. 
Use of non-functioning pingers (dead battery, no battery or broken pinger)

· Need to determine the number of non-functioning pingers relative to the total number of pingers required on the net

VII. 
Failure to deploy extenders as specified by the regulations

VIII.
Failure to attend a skipper workshop
