Cutter to mark starting line
of Newport-to-Bermuda race

The Coast Guard cutter
Juniper, homeported at Naval
Station Newport, will mark the
starting line for the Newport to
Bermuda Race, a 635-mile
ocean sailboat race, today at
the mouth of Narragansett
Bay.

Juniper will anchor at the
starting position and will serve
as patrol commander for the
flotilla of Coast Guard and
Coast Guard Auxiliary vessels
involved in enforcing the safe-
ty zones around the race. 

The buoy tender will also be
available as a press boat. 

Newport Bermuda Race
Organizing Committee mem-
bers will be onboard Juniper,
as will the starting official, who
will mark the beginning of
each division start.

Every two years in mid-June,
over 180 boats in five divisions
start from the historic seaport
of Newport in a three to six day
race that crosses a stretch of
the Atlantic Ocean known for
challenging weather and
strong Gulf Stream currents.
The race website is
www.bermudarace.com.

Juniper is a 225-foot multi-
mission ship with a mixed gen-
der crew of 45 that usually
operates off southern New
England and New York.  Its
missions include search and
rescue, servicing aids to navi-
gation, icebreaking, fisheries
enforcement, migrant interdic-
tion, and homeland security.
