Federal Civilians — Verify that your certification letter has been completed by your agency.

v' If dependents are not listed on orders, you must provide proof that they are your
dependents (copy of ID card, letter from commander)

v" National Guard — You must go through your personnel office for information prior to
registration.

v" Federal Civilians — You must have a certification letter from your agency headquarters.
v" Other documentation may be required.

Documents needed for registration
v Social security number
v Birth certificates — only for pre-k, kinder and 1%t grade
v" Valid mailing and home address
v Emergency contact person(s) and phone number(s)
v" Report cards and other academic records, such as results of
standardized testing, from previous schools
If you do not have the academic records, please provide an address and phone number of
the previous school.
v' If students are not listed on orders, sponsor must provide proof that they are his/her
dependents.
v" Proof of physical examinations and an immunization/vaccination record and evidence of
any special testing or screening. Students expecting to participate in school-sponsored
athletics and team events need a sports-physical medical examination.
