
Ramey School 
 UNIFORM 

 
1. Shirts 

 
Prekindergarten – 5th grade: 
Khaki colored, collared polo shirts only, with button placket front. 
 
6th – 11th Grade: 
Hunter green colored, collared polo shirt only, with button placket front. 
 
12th Grade 
Seniors will select their own color polo shirt. 
 
Undershirts must be tucked in, not hanging out below polo shirt. This includes the 
sleeves, which may not extend beyond the uniform polo sleeves. Shirts must 
have bottom button fastened. With the exception of the school logo, emblems 
may be no larger than 2”x2”. No exaggerated, oversized polos, or too small/tight 
polos. School patches or emblems on the shirt must be worn on the left side of 
the shirt, 6” from the shoulder seam and centered between the button placket 
and underarm seam. 
 

2. JACKETS/SWEATERS 
 
Items of clothing allowed over the uniform polo are sweaters, jackets, or V-neck 
cardigans in khaki, white, or dark (hunter) green. No patterns or designs allowed. 
Solid colors only. Polo collar must be pulled out over top of the jacket/sweater. 
Emblems on jackets/sweaters may be no larger than 2”x2”. 
       

3. SLACKS/SHORTS 
 
PreKinder  – 5th grades:  
Hunter green colored, plain, tailored slacks (tailored means not baggy, 
oversized, or skin tight). 
 
6th – 12th Grades: 
Khaki colored, plain tailored slacks (tailored means not baggy, oversized, or 
skin tight). 
Shorts:  may be no more than 4” above the knee. 
 

4. SKIRTS/JUMPERS/DRESSES/OVERALLS 
 
Length must be no shorter than 4” above the knee. 
No skintight skirts/jumpers/dresses/overalls allowed. 
 
Hunter Green (PreKinder – 5th Grade) 
Khaki (6th – 12th  Grade) 
overalls and jumpers allowed. Solid colors only, and either straps or buttons must 
be fastened; straps cannot dangle or be disconnected. Vest/skirt, vest/pants, 
vest/shorts combinations are acceptable. Vests must be the same color as 
bottoms.  
 

5. SHOES AND ACCESSORIES 
 
Close toe shoes must be worn at all times. This applies to all students, 
 PreKinder – 12th grades. Sun glasses are to be worn outside school buildings 
only. 
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6. HATS AND OTHER HEAD COVERINGS 
 
Hats, scarves, and other head coverings will not be allowed in any school 
buildings. This applies to both males and females. No hats allowed on school 
grounds at any time. Once students enter school grounds, hats must be removed 
and should be stowed in a backpack or locker. 
 
Students who come to school out of uniform will receive a uniform referral to the 
office. Parents will be contacted to bring the appropriate item(s) of clothing so the 
student will be in compliance with the uniform policy. If the parents cannot be 
reached, the student will be offered an appropriate item from the nurse’s clothes 
closet (if available). Should clothing from the clothes closed be unavailable, the 
student will be retained in the office until in appropriate uniform.
