Duty Rotation:


Initially, member will work Monday through Saturday until Watch Stander certified.  After certification member will stand duty at various rotations dependant upon the number of qualified personnel.
When Reporting After Hours:




It is recommended that you coordinate your report time and date with your sponsor and try to report between the hours of 0700 and 1600.  However, if a member must report in after hours due to flight or travel delays the member must check-in with the Sector Command Duty Officer.

Automobile Insurance

Automobile insurance rates can vary widely between insurance providers.  Please contact your specific provider for insurance quotations.  It is advisable to inform your insurance company that you vehicle is now in Staten Island.  While your rates may increase, you may not be covered if something were to happen if you keep your insurance for your hometown.

Medical Care




All members will receive medical care through CG Medical located at Sector New York.

Dependents of members may choose their medical provider.  Three levels of Tricare are available: Standard, Prime, and Remote.  United Concordia is available for dental care.
Education for Dependants


Child dependents are assigned to the local public school.  Recent NYC changes have determined which school a student will attend.  There are also private and parochial school options.  School buses pick up students directly from CG Housing.
