1. CAPE COD IS A VERY EXPENSIVE PLACE TO LIVE AND A POPULAR NEW ENGLAND VACATION AREA, WITH A MUCH HIGHER SUMMER POPULATION. ALTHOUGH THERE IS NOT MUCH TO DO ON-CAPE OVER THE WINTER MONTHS, OVER THE SUMMER THERE ARE MANY BEACHES, GOLF COURSES, AND OTHER FAIR-WEATHER ACTIVITIES.

2. PERSONNEL WILL BE ON BOARD FOR AT LEAST TWO STRAIGHT WEEKS UPON INITIAL CHECK-IN IN ORDER TO COMPLETE THE COMMUNICATIONS WATCHSTANDER PQS.

3. NEWLY ARRIVING PERSONNEL WILL IMMEDIATELY BEGIN BREAKING IN AS A COMMUNICATIONS WATCHSTANDER. ONCE COMMS WATCH QUALIFIED, NEW MEMBERS WILL BE PLACED IN THE DUTY ROTATION (PORT/STBD), AND BE EXPECTED TO QUALIFY AS BOAT CREW, BOARDING TEAM MEMBER, AND BOAT ENGINEER (FA/FN), OVER THE COURSE OF 6 MONTHS.

4. STATION CHATHAM'S AOR ENTAILS NANTUCKET SOUND AND WATERS EAST OF CAPE COD (THE 'ELBOW' OF CAPE COD), SOMEWHAT DIVIDED BY MONOMOY ISLAND. OUR BOATS ARE MOORED AT THE TOWN FISH PIER IN CHATHAM HARBOR ON THE ATLANTIC OCEAN SIDE OF CAPE COD, AND IN STAGE HARBOR, ON THE NANTUCKET SOUND SIDE, AT A MARINA.  PRESENTLY STATION CHATHAM HAS THE LAST 44’ MOTOR LIFEBOAT IN THE COAST GUARD.  WE ALSO HAVE THE ONLY 42’ NEAR SHORE LIFEBOAT, AS WELL AS A 27’ UTM.
5. STATION CHATHAM IS A SURF STATION, DUE TO THE BREAKING BAR AT THE ENTRANCE TO CHATHAM HARBOR. CHATHAM BREAK IS CONSTANTLY CHANGING, MAKING FOR INTERESTING SURF TRAINING, AND DIFFICULT CROSSINGS EVEN UNDER CALM CONDITIONS DUE TO THE DEPTH AND CHANNEL CONSTANTLY SHIFTING.  DUE TO THESE CHALLENGING CONDITIONS, THE UNDERWAY AND OPERATIONAL TEMPO AND TRAINING REGIMENT OF THE UNIT IS VERY DEMANDING AND INTENSIVE.
