	There is a small Exchange, Mini Mart, Gas Station and Subway on board the Training Center. The Exchange carries uniform clothing and accessories, house wares, electronics, greeting cards, jewelry, gift ware, and clothing. Services include UPS shipping, film developing; flowers by wire, and AT&T prepaid calling cards.
