Unit’s Primary Missions: Homeland Security, Search and Rescue, Law Enforcement, Public Affairs, and Occasional Marine Safety / Aids to Navigation Support.
Assets: Currently the unit has three (3) 41’ Utility Boats and six (7) 25’ RB-S Defender Class Bravos.
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Area of Responsibility (AOR):  We are responsible for an area approximately 3000 nautical miles of coastline and 1,200 nautical miles of water, extending from just south of Olympia, WA (the state’s capitol) to just north of Port Townsend, WA.

Uniform of the Day: Operational Dress Uniform

Recommended Uniform Items In Addition To Seabag Issue: None

Operational Clothing: Foul weather gear and other operational clothing will be issued to you shortly after arrival.  You’re sponsor will ask what your typical clothing sizes (S, M, L) are in order to purchase if necessary, the appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) upon your arrival.
Personal Storage Space (in Cubic Feet): Very Limited.  You will be assigned a locker for uniforms and operational clothing but there is approximately 12 cubic feet available per member.
Exchange/Commissary: ISC Seattle has a CG Exchange. Numerous Army and Navy commissaries located within a 60-mile radius. 
What Type Of Continuing Education Is Available In The Area:  The University of Washington, Seattle University, and several community colleges are located in Seattle and the surrounding area.  There is a learning center onboard ISC Seattle which is available for CLEP exams, college courses, CG exams, etc.

Special Procedures for Reporting After Hours: The Station is manned twenty-four hours a day and seven days a week. However, if you are planning on arriving between the hours of 1600 and 0630 contact the OOD ahead of time so that we can prepare for your arrival.
Ratings Present at Unit:  Station Seattle has only Boatswain’s Mate (BM) and Machinery Technicians (MK).  However, we are co-located with ISC Seattle at which almost all rates are represented.
Other Military Facilities: Naval Station Bremerton, Naval Hospital Bremerton, Bangor Sub-base, Naval Station Everett, Naval Air Station Whidbey Island, Fort Lewis and, Madigan Army Hospital.
Location Of Nearest Exchange And Commissary: ISC Seattle has a small CGES, however there are larger exchanges and commissaries located at McChord A.F.B, 45 minutes south, and Smokey Point Naval Support Facility 45 minutes to the north as well as Bremerton Naval Shipyard, which is an hour by ferry to the west.
Religious Denominations in the Area: Seattle and the surrounding areas are a host to all denominations, and an ample amount of different churches, temples, mosques and synagogues to choose from.

Surrounding Area: Seattle is a large Metropolitan area, which offers everything imaginable.  There are several major colleges and universities in the area; malls are located downtown and in every other direction as well.  Seattle has a number of banks and credit unions available for your financial needs.  There is always plenty to see and do, whether it is indoor or outdoor.
Name Of Nearest City And Distance:  We are located in Seattle, however Portland, Oregon is 3 hours south, and Vancouver, BC, Canada is 2 ½ hours to the north.

Typical FA/FN Job Assignment: Boat Engineer, Boarding Team Member
Duty Rotation: Two days on duty, two days on liberty with sliding weekends (working every other Friday, Saturday and Sunday)
Break-in Status: You will be in a break-in status and will stay onboard for the full 48 hours/72hours of their duty period until the member is boat crewman qualified.  Station Seattle is manned by a Search and Rescue boat crew for twenty-four hours a day and seven days a week.

Number of Personnel: Station Seattle has 80+ crewmembers made up of active duty and reserve.

Quarters/Barracks: No onboard quarters or barracks are available.  The Station has duty rooms with racks for the Search and Rescue duty boat crew and break-ins during the evenings.  Bring your own sleeping bag and toiletries.

BAH: All Station personnel married or single receive a Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) and live on the economy when they report to the Station.
Messing: ISC Seattle has a Galley which provides meals for:

Station Seattle is equipped with a small kitchen, which has a stove, oven, two microwaves, deep sink, some cookware, utensils, dishes and a refrigerator/freezer.  Many members bring in their own meals to cook. Note: Refrigerator space is limited.

Although we work hard the job is great and we all have fun, sometimes it is hard to believe that we are actually being paid to be here!  The summers out here are great, but the winters can get to you sometimes with all of the rain.  Outside of work there is just about any activity that you could imagine, from outdoor sports, to movies, to malls.  There are several skiing/snowboarding areas located nearby, with Whistler/Blackcomb Mountain, which is normally listed as one of the top five skiing/snowboarding areas in the world, being only four hours away.
