GENERAL INFORMATION

TYPICAL SA/FA JOB ASSIGNMENT: New members will first become qualified as watchstanders in the Station’s communications center and the river watch tower.  Members will then work to become qualified as crewmen on the unit’s boats.

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STATION UMPQUA’S AOR (Area of Responsibility) includes 16 miles of the Umpqua River as well as the coast of the Pacific Ocean 12 miles to the north and 7 miles to the south.  The unit responds to calls for assistance out to 50 miles from shore.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/FA:  The duty rotation is port and starboard sections. That means there are two duty sections and you would be placed in one of them. You will work two days on with two days off and sliding weekends.

REPORTING ABOARD

- Station Umpqua River’s Galley was awarded the USCG Galley of the Year in 2001 and was named Galley of the Year “Runner-Up” in 2002.  The galley serves three meals a day and even boasts a 10-item lunch menu from which to order.  During a 2002 inspection, then District 13 commander, ADM Brown commented that the meal he ate at Station Umpqua River was the best he had ever eaten.  This, he said, included the time he ate at the White House.
UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL HOUSING
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The unit’s barracks are 16’ by 24’.  Either one or two members will occupy a single room depending on rank.  Roommates will share a “mini” refrigerator, a microwave oven and a head equipped with a shower and double sink.  Members may bring their own furniture, but they should remember that space is limited.  Members should discuss with their sponsor what items they should bring.

GOVERNMENT OWNED HOUSING (ACCOMPANIED)
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Station Umpqua River’s accompanied personnel housing sits atop a hill overlooking the Pacific Ocean.  Housing here is available on a case-by case basis.  
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Personnel reporting aboard with dependants will receive a Basic Housing Allowance if unit housing is not available.  The average monthly rent of a two-bedroom apartment in Reedsport is $350 w/o utilities, $500 with utilities.

MEDICAL:  Group North Bend (35 miles south) has a medical clinic for Coast Guard members.  Dependants who reside in Reedsport can receive health care through Dunes Family Medical Clinic, a Tricare approved provider.  All medical concerns will be addressed as part of a member’s initial unit check-in.  Members stationed at Umpqua River will be enrolled in Tricare Prime (remote).

EDUCATION:  Reedsport and all of the surrounding towns have an elementary, middle, and High Schools.  South-Western Oregon Community College and Lane County Community College are each located within a 30 minute drive from the station.  Station Umpqua River is also equipped with a “Distance Learning Center” for members to take online courses. Once you arrive the ESO can provide you with any assistance you need for your education

NEAREST CITY:  Eugene is a 70 minute drive to the northeast.  Much of your big-name shopping can be done here.  Portland is 3 to 4 hour drive and Seattle and San Francisco are a 7 to 9 hour drive away.  Reedsport has a Safeway and Price-and-Pride grocery stores, an Ace Hardware store, and a number of restraints and other small specialty stores.  Coos Bay/North Bend is 30-minutes south and has a Wal-Mart and a small mall.  Additionally, 30 minutes north is the city of Florence and it has additional large stores.  

NEAREST EXCHANGE:  A small exchange is located in Coos Bay, 30 minutes to the south.

RELIGION:  Most religious denominations have local churches in the Reedsport and surrounding areas.

BANKING:  There are three banks located in Reedsport.  They are: Umpqua Bank, Bank of America, and Oregon Federal Credit Union.  Coos Bay and Florence have additional banking available. 

RECREATION:  You will be living in an area where the rest of the country comes on vacation.  There is abundant hunting, camping, and some of the best fishing on the West Coast here.  The Oregon Dunes National Recreation Area is located here in Winchester Bay.  It provides scenic hiking and 4-wheel drive access.  Additionally, the city of Reedsport recently finished construction on a new “skate park” which is rapidly gaining national acclaim.
