UNIT’s MISSIONS:  Enforcement of laws and treaties  (fisheries enforcement), Search and Rescue, and Homeland Security
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: As deck department personnel, you are trained to be potential future boatswain’s mates.  Inport duties include watch standing, maintenance of Search and Rescue equipment and you will be responsible for the upkeep of the vessel’s exterior/interior condition.  You may also be involved in procuring items of interest for the deck department.  You have the opportunity to be a boarding team member and may be trained as one of IBIS’ small boat coxswains.
TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: As an engineer, you will work on a various array of machinery on board IBIS.  Everything from auxiliary equipment to diesel engines, you will be responsible for performing preventive maintenance and repair to machinery.  You also have to opportunity to be boarding team member qualified.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN: All members E-5 and below stand inport Officer of the Deck, and duty rotation is typically once every four or five days.
