ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:


Report during normal working hours (0700-1500, M-F) to Air Station Administration Office. On weekends and after 1600, members must report to the OOD. Uniform during check-in is the Tropical Blue Long. Your sponsor should arrange to meet you upon arrival and assist you in getting to your assigned place of work. Transportation to air station Clearwater should be arranged through the airport limo or your sponsor.
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UNIFORM OF THE DAY:

Tropical Blue Long is approved for year round use.

HOUSING:

DEPOSITS: Be prepared to have ample cash for the deposits that are required when renting a home. You are authorized Dislocation Allowance (DLA) should help with this. Landlords usually require security, cleaning, and pet deposits. Security and/or cleaning deposits will range from $100 to $500 or possibly more. Deposits must be refunded to you by the landlord within two weeks (14 Days) after termination of your tenancy, less the amount which is necessary to remedy defaults in your payment of rent, repair damages to the premises caused by you, or clean such premises upon termination of the tenancy, if the lease or rent agreement so provides. Military members should ensure military housing clause is included in any housing paperwork.

HOUSING DISCRIMINATION:


In The Civil Rights Act of 1968 (the Fair Housing Law), Congress declared a national policy of providing fair housing throughout the United States, regardless of the prospective tenants sex, race, religion, color, or national origin. If you encounter problems of a discriminatory nature, contact the Housing Officer. Notification should be made as soon as possible after the incident, and careful records of the incident, should b kept, to help the investigating team.

TEMPORARY LODGING EXPENSE (TLE)):


TLE is authorized for:

1. A total of 10 days in connection with a PCS between two PDS’s (permanent duty station) in CONUS;(For example, 5 days in the vicinity of the old and 5 days in the vicinity of the new PDS or 10 days in the vicinity of either the old and the new PDS, but not both).

2. 10 days in connection with a PCS from outside CONUS to a CONUS PDS.

Temporary lodging for which TLE is authorized must, in fact, be a temporary place of residence. Lodging occupied upon initial arrival at a new PDS location, which are permanent type residence quarters into which a member moves his or her household goods (HHG) and continues occupancy indefinitely will not be considered temporary lodging for TLE. Keep receipts and declare TLE when you submit your PCS travel claim.
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LEASED HOUSING PROGRAM:

The Leased Housing Program provides additional housing through the leased apartments in the community. Eligibility for leased housing is determined by the pay grade concerned and qualifications. For more information contact the housing office.

AIRPORTS:


The Tampa Bay area has two major airports. One in Hillsborough County, Tampa International, and one in Pinellas County, St. Petersburg –Clearwater International, are served by most major airline carriers.

EXCHANGE:


There is Coast Guard Exchange on Base and there is a large exchange located on MacDill Air Force Base. The exchange offers a wide range of items, including sporting goods, furniture, food items, package store, and small appliances for the kitchen, TV’s, uniform items and a customer service desk for special orders.

HEALTH SERVICES:


Air Station Clearwater operates a medical/dental clinic for active duty Coast Guard members only. Medical and dental sick call are from 0700-0830 daily for acute illnesses only. All other medical / dental concerns are by appointment only. The clinic staff consists of a Flight Surgeon, Medical Officer, Dental Officer, Health Service Technicians, and a Physician Assistant. Air Station Clearwater has a small pharmacy that can accommodate a wide range of Coast Guard personnel as well as dependants.


The use of Tricare (Prime, Extra, and Standard) and the Tricare Family Dental Plan (United Concordia) are highly encouraged. There are a number of area providers (Hospitals, Doctors and Dentists) participating in the Tricare program and United Concordia. 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HISTORY AND FACTS:


Air Station Clearwater was established at its current location in 1977 after moving from Albert Whitted Airport in St. Petersburg. Air Station Clearwater is located on the northwest corner of the St. Petersburg-Clearwater International Airport. The air station has 12 H-60 Jay hawks helicopters and 5 C-130 Hercules aircraft. The crew consists of over 600 personnel of varying rates who all work together to achieve the goals and missions of the unit. Non-rates assigned to this area with the intention of striking non- aviation rates will find this area, with Station Sand Key, Group St. Petersburg and their cutters as the ideal area to accomplish their goals. Members who arrive with the right drive and willingness to succeed will flourish at this unit. Air Station Clearwater’s primary missions include law enforcement, search and rescue, alien migration interdiction, environmental protection, and military readiness.


As a culturally diverse area that offers a variety of experiences, the Tampa Bay area has something to offer everybody who lives here. The nightlife is exciting, including the areas of Tampa (Ybor City) and along the beaches of Pinellas County.
