UNIT’S MISSIONS: Mainly Law enforcement, Homeland Security and Search and Rescue off the coasts of Texas and Louisiana

TYPICAL SA/SN and FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  Onboard you will have the opportunity to take part in all aspects of the cutters missions. You will be participating in all cutter evolutions including LE boarding’s, SAR and Small boat operations.   You will be given a large amount of training and responsibility and will be encouraged to fulfill your potential. As a SA/SN you will be involved in all Deck department evolutions; painting the Cutter, splicing lines, maintaining rescue and survival gear, and assisting with maintaining the Cutter’s armament.  As a FA/FN you will be involved in all Engineering Department evolutions; conducting preventive maintenance, tune-up diesel engineering, painting, assisting with casualty repairs

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION: You will be standing an Inport Officer of the Day watch when moored. This is a security watch of the Cutter. You will be responsible for maintain the ships log, engineering log, weather logs, make vigilant rounds of the Cutter, conducting daily inspection of various equipment and ready service supplies. 

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION: 

Crewman of the Watch will be your billet when underway. It will give you the opportunity to learn navigation as well as obtain Helm and Lookout qualifications. You will be involved in making rounds throughout the ship especially the engine room. You also stand anchor, where you become familiar with navigation communication and using other bridge electronic equipment.
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SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS:  Report to CGC MANOWAR at any time, it is recommended that you call to let the watch stander know when you will be aboard.

IF UNIT IS UNDERWAY, WHERE TO REPORT: Report to Sector Houston, Galveston Field Office Persru, phone: 409-766-5627 (up the stairs in the back of the main building through two glass doors, take a right and it will be the door labeled Personnel Reporting Unit, tell them you are to report aboard the CGC MANOWAR)

You will be assigned a barracks room shortly after you check in and will have ample room for most of your belongings.
