TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT

SA’s or SN’s are assigned to the Master at Arms (MAA) staff under the Logistics Department, supervised by a BM1 or BM2.  The MAA staff is responsible for cleanups, lawn maintenance, building maintenance and colors detail.  Every member is required to qualify as Junior Officer of the Day (JOOD) and stand watch at the front gate.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT

FA’s and FN’s are assigned to the Sector Engineering Department under supervision of a qualified Engineer (E-6/E-7).  The Sector Engineering Department provides logistical support for 17 units within the Sectors Area of Responsibility (AOR).   Every member is required to qualify as Junior Officer of the Day (JOOD) and stand watch at the front gate.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN

Everyone E4 and below assigned to Sector Mobile will stand duty as the Inport Junior Officer of the Day (JOOD).  The watch schedule is 1 day in 10 (average).  As the JOOD your duties will include standing watch at the front gate, performing morning and evening colors, handling lines for incoming and outgoing vessels, and assisting the Officer of the Day (OOD) as needed.  You are also expected to qualify on the 40 caliber pistol (basic, practical and judgmental courses) in order to serve as an armed gate guard when directed.

Everyone should plan to receive Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH).  If available, members without dependents are assigned to Government leased quarters.  However, availability is limited.  Only under special circumstance are members with dependents assigned Government Leased quarters. 
MEMBERS WITHOUT DEPENDENTS IS MESSING AVAILABLE

Messing is not available at Sector Mobile, everyone assigned receives Basic Allowance for Subsistence (BAS).  
QUARTERS AND OR BARRACKS AVAILABLE


Government owned quarters and barracks are not available.
RATE OF AUTO INSURANCE FOR TYPICAL 18-20 YR OLD

Alabama state law requires every driver maintain at the minimum liability insurance.  The rate varies depending on type of vehicle and driving record.  Recommend contacting insurance agent to get rates specific to member’s needs.

WHERE WILL A SINGLE NON-RATE MORE THAN LIKELY LIVE

Dependent upon availability, member without dependents may be assigned to share Government leased quarters (apartment).  However all single non-rated personnel are eligible to receive Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) and live on the economy.  Apartments are available throughout the Mobile Area at various rates starting at $500.

HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER

The Sector Logistics Dept. has many different jobs.  Our main operation is maintaining the spaces and grounds of the base with tasks consisting of lawn care, painting, clean-ups and many other various projects.   As part of Sector Mobile’s non-rate mentorship program, non-rated personnel will also be assigned temporary assignment to duty (TAD) to other units such as:  87’ patrol cutters, aids to navigation units and stations. 

The Mobile area is surrounded with lakes and inlets which make fishing a favorite past time among our personnel.  During the summer months, you can visit Gulf Shores or Pensacola, FL for fun on the beach.  Both beaches are about an hour’s drive away.
U.S. Coast Guard Sector Mobile
Fact Sheet
Sector Mobile was commissioned in March of 2005, combining Coast Guard Group Mobile and Marine Safety Office Mobile.  It's eastern land border is roughly at the confluence of the Ecofina River, in Taylor County, Florida, and the Gulf of Mexico.  The boundary jogs North, then West, then North, excluding the City of Tallahassee.  It meets the Flint River and continues along the Flint River northward to a point just southwest of Macon, Georgia, whence it turns northwest to a point southwest of Chattanooga, excluding the Tennessee River.  It includes the panhandle of Florida west of Tallahassee, to include the cities of Panama City (Eglin AFB, Naval Station Panama City), Apalachicola, Destin, and Pensacola (Naval Station Pensacola).  Within the boundaries of Sector Mobile are also the Georgia cities of Albany and Columbus (Fort Benning).  Sector Mobile encompasses almost all of the State of Alabama from the Gulf of Mexico to the tier of counties along the southern bank of the Tennessee River.  It includes the major Alabama cities of Mobile, Birmingham, Montgomery (Maxwell AFB), Tuscaloosa, Gadsden, and Anniston.  Sector Mobile also encompasses most of the State of Mississippi, excluding those counties along the Mississippi River and the northernmost tier of counties.   It includes the Mississippi cities of Biloxi (Keesler AFB), Meridian (Meridian NAS), Jackson, Hattiesburg, and Columbus (Columbus AFB).  Its westernmost boundary is the East Pearl River, which is the Mississippi State boundary with Louisiana on the coastline.   Sector Mobile's offshore boundaries commence at its shoreward boundaries and include the state waters of Mississippi, Alabama, and portions of Florida waters; beyond, State waters, the boundary extends to the Exclusive Economic Zone.  In addition to the offshore and coastal waters, other navigable waters includes significant portions of the Tennessee-Tombigbee Waterway (AL and MS); the Alabama River (AL), Coosa River, (AL),  Black Warrior River (AL), Pearl River (MS), Escambia River (FL),  Apalachicola River (FL),  Flint River (FL and GA), and the Chattahoochee River (GA and FL).

Small Boat Stations within Sector Mobile include Station Panama City, FL; Station Destin, FL; Station Pensacola, FL; Station Dauphin Island, AL; Station Pascagoula, MS; and Station Gulfport, MS.  These stations have crews of about 30 personnel each.  Each station has three to four small boats (41s and 25s); however, each station only staffs one boat crew in a given 24 hour period.

Aids to Navigation Teams within the Sector are located at Panama City; Eufaula, Pensacola, Mobile, and Gulfport.  These employ about 10 personnel each and have 21/24 foot, 49 foot, and 55 foot boats to retrieve, deploy, and maintain aids to navigation.  Sector Mobile also employs a 160 foot inland waterways construction ATON tender in Mobile; one 65 foot river tender at Demopolis, Alabama; and one 64 foot inland tender at Eufaula, Alabama.  Within the Sector is also one five person Long Range Aid to Navigation Station at Malone, Florida.  Sector Mobile also provides ATON support to the D8 buoy tenders CYPRESS and BARBARA MABRITY both homeported at the Sector pier.

Other Sector Mobile assets include five 87 foot Coastal Patrol Boats:  SEAHAWK at Carrabelle, FL; COHO, at Panama City, FL; BONITO, at Pensacola, FL; and STINGRAY and COBIA, at Mobile, AL.  These are deployed to perform coastal and offshore SAR, LE, and Port Security. 

Sector Mobile’s current operating budget for fiscal year 2007 is $4,243,831.00 

Sector Mobile’s personnel compliment is 824 Active Duty, 219 Reserve, 31 Civilians and 700 Auxiliary.

Sector Mobile personnel are responsible for the conduct of commercial vessel safety and security examinations, land side facility safety and security inspections, waterways management and pollution prevention missions.  With 3000 annual arrivals to the Port of Mobile, 20 Security Exams and 30 Port State Control boardings are carried out monthly.  Within the past year Sector Mobile has inspected and provided oversight for 165 newly constructed vessels.  Also within the past year Sector Mobile has responded to 269 Marine Casualties, 530 pollution violations, and conducted 902 Search and Rescue evolutions.

All of the Sector operations are coordinated and supported from Base Mobile, in Mobile, Alabama.
