Section 2.  MORALE BOATS.

A.  Training Center Cape May MWR staff maintains boats for morale purposes.  

      1.  The following boats are available for use by active duty and retired military personnel, civilian employees of the Training Center, reservists, auxiliarists, and their accompanied dependents:  two O/B Motorboat, two Sunfish Sailboats.

      2.  Operators of all boats shall:

(a)  Successfully complete a USCG Auxiliary Course, U.S. Power Squadron Course if born after 1968, if born prior to 1968; be certified in writing as an Underway OOD or Boat Coxswain within the past four years prior to operating any morale boat.  Operator may also pass local knowledge test administered at MWR office.

(b) Ensure all occupants wear personal flotation devices AT ALL TIMES while on MWR boats.

(c) Ensure boats are not operated in the vicinity of swimmers or underwater diving
operations.

(d) Ensure no more than four people are on board the powerboat at any time; ensure that no more than two people are onboard a sailboat at any time.

(e) Ensure the boat is inspected before and after each use and sign the proper check-off sheet.  Immediately inform the MWR Section Chief of any discrepancies.

(f) Ensure no alcoholic beverages or intoxicated persons enter any boat.  Possession or consumption of any alcoholic beverage is FORBIDDEN in or around the morale boats.

(g) Be aware of and adhere to small craft warnings that prohibit recreation boat operations.  It is the operator's responsibility to determine the state of the weather; however, if there is any question regarding weather forecasts, the Training Center OOD should be contacted for clarification.  If weather conditions deteriorate while underway, it is the operator's responsibility to return to the dock immediately.

(h) Return the boats when scheduled.

(i) Be aware that they will be held primarily responsible and may be liable for injuries or damages resulting from the operation of morale boats.

     3.  Adhere to the following Geographic Restrictions:

           (a) Sailboats will be operated in Cape May Harbor ONLY (i.e., inside the jetties and between the bridges therein).  Sailboats with trailers may be checked out for the weekend with prior consent of the MWR Section Chief.

           (b) The 19’ Sundance may be operated in Cape May Harbor, Cape May Canal, up to three miles offshore in Delaware Bay, and no further north in the Intra-Coastal waterway than the Hereford Inlet Bridge.

     4.  Persons reserving motorboats and sailboats shall:

          (a)  Submit a reservation request (available at the MWR office or the MWR equipment facility) to the MWR staff during normal working hours.  Reservations will be on a first come first serve basis.  Phone reservations can be made if the requester is on the authorized user list maintained by the MWR Office.  No more than one advanced reservation per operator may be pending at any one time.  No back to back reservations will be accepted, and all advance reservations will be confirmed by written request within one day of the phone reservation.

           (b)  Make reservations for the periods of time listed below:

                  Sunrise             to           1300
           1300                 to           Sunset

           (c)  For use during workdays and weekends, pick up the keys from the Security Office and sign in the time the boat is taken out and time the boat is returned.

    5.  MWR Office shall:

          (a) Maintain a list of qualified operators.

(b) Administer the reservation program.
