 C. THE SUMMARY OF ACTION MAY BE IN NARRATIVE OR BULLET FORMAT AND SHOULD ADDRESS HOW THE UNIT OPTIMIZED RESERVE READINESS DURING FY07, WITH AN EMPHASIS ON HOW THE SPECIFIC PERFORMANCE MEASURES IN PARAGRAPH THREE BELOW WERE ADDRESSED AND IMPROVED.
