1. (U) General.  There are a number of methods to employ Coast Guard Reservists in support of an active duty command.  Each has some limitations to consider and procedures that must be adhered to.  Reference (ad) of Tab A to the Base Plan discusses voluntary and involuntary recall of Coast Guard Reserve personnel to active duty.

2. (U) Definitions
a. (U) The Ready Reserve consists of the Selected Reserve and the Individual Ready Reserve liable for recall to active duty as prescribed in 10 USC 12301, through 12304 (involuntary recall in time of war or national emergency).  The Secretary of Homeland Security may also order members of the Ready Reserve to Active Duty for domestic emergencies under 14 USC 712. 

b. (U) The Selected Reserve (SELRES) is that portion of the Ready Reserve designated by the Coast Guard and approved by the Joint Chiefs of Staff as so essential to initial wartime missions that they have priority over all other Reserves.  They participate in inactive duty training and annual training periods in a pay status. 

c. (U) The Individual Ready Reserve (IRR) is members of the Ready Reserve not assigned to the Selected Reserve and not on active duty.  The IRR may be in a non-pay drilling status, but are not required to complete inactive duty training periods (drills) or annual training periods.

d. (U) Inactive Duty Training (IDT) is the normal monthly drills performed by personnel in the Selected Reserve. The primary purpose of inactive duty is to provide individual and/or unit readiness training. IDT is usually performed two (2) days per month (which is 4 drills per month) and normally cannot exceed 48 paid drills in a Fiscal Year. IDT is a period of duty, under orders, scheduled for the performance of augmentation (on-the-job) or formal training in support of CG readiness, Readiness administration and maintenance (e.g. SWE), and Funeral Honors. The four types of IDT are Single IDT drill, Multiple IDT drill, Readiness Management Period (RPM), or Funeral Honors Duty (FHD).

e. (U) Active Duty for Training - Annual Training (ADT-AT) is the normal 2 week active duty training period funded by the Coast Guard Reserve.  Usually twelve days per year, up to fifteen days ADT-AT may be authorized (exclusive of travel time), Reserve funding permitting. 

f. (U) Active Duty for Training - Other Training Duty (ADT-OTD) is a tour of active duty for training in addition to ADT-AT.  This category, formerly called SADT, is funded by the Coast Guard Reserve.  It is used when more training is needed beyond the ADT-AT or IDT authorization.

g. (U) Active Duty for Special Work in support of the Active Component (ADSW-AC), formerly TEMAC, is funded and controlled by the active duty command.  ADSW-AC may be limited by the number of Full Time Equivalent (FTE) days assigned to LANTAREA, MLCLANT or a District for the Fiscal Year.

h. (U) Active Duty for Special Work in support of the Reserve Component (ADSW-RC), formerly SADT, is funded and controlled by the reserve program.  ADSW-RC is limited to work providing support for the Coast Guard Reserve.

3. (U) Emergency Augmentation During Inactive Duty Training 
a. (U) When the Area or District Commander determines that the number of active duty personnel is insufficient to handle an emergency (natural disaster or domestic emergency), Ready Reserve personnel may be employed and retained on duty. 

b. (U) During regularly scheduled drill periods, reservists can be employed without their consent during the scheduled time frame of the drill.

c. (U) Retention of reservists beyond their regularly scheduled drill period requires consent of the reservist and approval by the Area or District Commander.  As per reference (bp) of Tab A to the Base Plan, drills may be rescheduled but cannot exceed 48 paid drills during a fiscal year. 

4. (U) Emergency Active Duty for Domestic Emergencies 

a. (U) Voluntary Recall to active duty for domestic emergencies:  

(1) (U) With the authorization of the Area or District Commander, normal annual training (ADT-AT) periods for Selected Reservists may be scheduled to meet an emergency (but cannot exceed the authorized total of 15 days for an individual during a Fiscal Year).  This requires the use of Reserve ADT-AT funding which is managed by the ISCs.

(2) (U) Active Duty for Special Work in Support of the Active Component (ADSW-AC) may be used to bring personnel on board for an emergency.  Commands must secure a source of funding and may be limited by the number of FTE days allocated.  Additional funding and FTE may be available from the Area, District or MLC (pf).  The SPO servicing the Reservist issues the ADSW-AC orders upon receipt of a message request.

(3) (U) Under 10 USC 12301(d), reservists may voluntarily accept orders to active duty for a domestic emergency.  Separate funding authority has to be authorized by Commandant.  District Commanders have been delegated the authority to voluntarily order reservists under their command to emergency active duty subject to the following conditions:

(a) (U) Not more than 10 officers and 100 enlisted may be on active duty at any one time, and individual reservists may not serve for more than 30 days.

(b) (U) Additional voluntary personnel may be activated with the approval of Commandant (G-CCS).

(4) (U) Once reservists accept voluntary orders, they are obligated to serve for the duration specified by the orders. Orders may be extended with the permission of the reservist. 

b. (U) Involuntary Recall to active duty for domestic emergencies:

(1) (U) When the Area or District Commander determines that the number of active duty personnel is insufficient to handle an emergency (natural disaster or domestic emergency), involuntary recall of Ready Reserve personnel may be requested by message to Commandant (G-CCS).  The request must specify the number of reservists needed by rank/rate and designators, the tasking and location, and reporting date.

(2) (U) Under 14 USC 712, authority for involuntary recall must be granted by the Secretary of the Department of Homeland Security.  This recall of an individual is limited to not more than 30 days during any one 4 month period, and not more than 60 days in any 2 year period.  While this duty is involuntary, hardship waivers are available to the reservist.  Separate funding authority must be authorized by Commandant.

(3) (U) Authority for involuntary recall may also be granted by the Secretary of Homeland Security under 10 USC 12301.   Following a declaration of national emergency by the President, up to 1 million members of the Ready Reserve may be recalled under 10 USC 12302 without their consent for not more than 24 months. Title 10 USC 12304, empowers the President, without a declaration of national emergency to authorize the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of Homeland Security to order to Active Duty, up to 200,000 members of the Selected Reserve for no longer than 270 days. This type of recall is commonly referred to as “PRESIDENTIAL SELECTIVE RESERVE CALL-UP (PSRC).

5. (U) Volunteers for Military Operations.  Under 10 USC 12301(d), reservists may volunteer for active duty for military operations.  Separate funding authority has to be authorized by Commandant for these orders.  Once reservists accept these orders, they are obligated to serve for the duration specified by the orders.  Orders may be extended with the permission of the reservist.

6. (U) Selective Mobilization for Military Operations

a. (U) When the President determines that it is necessary to augment the active forces for any military mission (but not for a domestic emergency), under 10 USC 12304, he may authorize the Secretary of Homeland Security to order members of the Coast Guard Selected Reserve to active duty without their consent (INVOLUNTARY RECALL) for up to 270 days.

b. (U) The number of Coast Guard Reservists activated under this authority is determined by the Joint Chiefs of Staff.  Use of reservists, under this authority, in emergencies involving natural or man-made disasters is prohibited.  Separate funding authority will be authorized by DOD.

7. (U) Partial Mobilization for Military Operations
a. (U) When the President declares a national emergency, under 10 USC 12302, he may authorize the Secretary of Homeland Security to order members of the Coast Guard Ready Reserve to active duty without their consent (INVOLUNTARY RECALL), for not more than 24 consecutive months.  

b. (U) The number of Coast Guard Reservists activated under this authority is allocated as directed by the Joint Chiefs of Staff.  Use of reservists, under this authority, in emergencies involving natural or man-made disasters is prohibited.  Separate funding authority will be authorized by DOD.

8. (U) Full Mobilization.  In time of war or national emergency declared by Congress, the Secretary of Homeland Security may order members of the Coast Guard Ready Reserve to active duty without their consent for duration of the war or emergency and six months thereafter.
