Welcome to the MSF Experienced Rider Course at CG ISC Portsmouth.  

Class schedule

Day 1 0800-1700 08 (Friday) Location: Motorcycle safety Range/parking lot in front of PATFORSWA Trailers next to ADMIN Bldg.  

There is no cost $$ to you for this training.

End time will depend on all members completing required tasks.  1700 is an estimated end time. 

Class will not be cancelled if it is raining.  If inclement weather makes it hazardous to complete range exercises a decision will be made by the Rider Coach to postpone or cancel sessions.

You will need to bring on day 1:

Yourself ready to learn – Functional motorcycle with 3/4 to full tank of gas.
Photo ID - 

USCG mandated safety gear- 

1)A DOT- or Snell-approved motorcycle helmet properly fastened under the chin. “Novelty” helmets are prohibited.

Certified helmets are readily identifiable by a minimum of one inch

thick firm polystyrene foam, weighing approximately

three pounds and having a decal attached as referenced in

Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) 218.

(2) Properly worn eye protection devices, which are defined as

impact or shatter resistant glasses, goggles or full-face shield

attached to helmet. A windshield or fairing is not considered to

be proper eye protection. Dark lenses should not be used at

night.

(3) Over the ankle, sturdy footwear.

(4) Full-fingered gloves.

(5) Long-legged trousers.

(6) Long-sleeved shirt or jacket.

(7) Brightly colored or white upper garments during the day and

high visibility reflective or retro-reflective vests, harnesses or

strips on clothing at night or in periods of low visibility (fog

and rain). Outer upper garments should be clearly visible and

not covered. Note: DOD installations require retro-reflective

vests or harnesses at all times. 

Logistics:

You are responsible for your own meals.  If you are from outside the local area you are responsible for your own berthing arrangements.

Plan accordingly- you will be given 45 minutes for lunch.  Meals are available in the ISC galley, Wheelhouse Club or small items are available at the exchange.  An ATM machine is available on the base.

You shall coordinate time off to complete the course with your immediate supervisor and Command.  Recommend your unit issue permissive orders to take this CG required training in lieu of taking leave.  This course is required to be issued a CG decal for a motorcycle and to be able to ride on CG/DOD facilities/bases.  

A list of course attendees will be provided to ISC Portsmouth security.  You will need to provide a photo ID to the gate guard and tell them you are attending the motorcycle course to gain access to the base.  You are granted access for this course on an unregistered CG motorcycle/ no CG decal. Access means to and from the course!  Park on the motorcycle safety range in front of PATFORSWA trailers or where directed by a Rider Coach.
If you have an emergency including any issue in which you would normally request leave from your unit you must immediately contact the lead Rider Coach to notify them of need to be excused or call me at 757-777-2715.

ISC Portsmouth's entrance is off of Cedar Road next to the Western Fwy RT164 overpass.  Follow the signs to the CG base.
