Subj:  Trash and bulk refuse disposal

1. PURPOSE.  The purpose of this instruction is to provide guidelines for disposal of trash and bulk refuse at Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth.

2. ACTION. 

a. Commanding Officer/Officer-in-Charge of tenant commands, Division and Branch Chiefs, and Section Leaders shall ensure compliance with this instruction.

b. The Comptroller has overall responsibility for coordinating compliance with this instruction. 

3. DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  CG ISC PORTSVA INST 11350.1G is cancelled.

4. PROCEDURES.  

a. Dumpsters are located at various sites for disposal of certain types of materials.  Only normal garbage and dry trash shall be disposed of in the dumpsters.  These dumpsters are serviced through a contract administered by ISC Portsmouth and emptied on a weekly basis.  Concerns or questions concerning the dumpsters or dumpster service should be referred to the contract’s Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) at ext 8616.

b. Aids-to-navigation batteries must be disposed of in accordance with reference (a).

c. Hazardous Materials - Absolutely no liquids or hazardous waste may be placed in the dumpsters.  Prohibited items include, but are not limited to: batteries (other than flashlight and battle lantern), asbestos materials, and flammable liquids or substances.  For removal of these items, contact the Facilities Engineering Work Order Desk at ext. 8500 or email your request to D05-SMB-FEDWorkorder@uscg mil.

d. Cardboard – ISC Portsmouth recycles cardboard.  Cardboard boxes shall be broken down and placed in the wire baskets located around the ISC, in accordance with reference (b).  The baskets will be checked and emptied by ISC warehouse personnel. 
e. Driftwood and Non-reusable Pilings - Buoy tenders bringing driftwood or non-reusable pilings to ISC Portsmouth for disposal shall ensure that all foreign material such as plastic, rubber, and metal are removed.  The overall length must not exceed fifteen (15) feet.  For removal of these items, contact the Facilities Engineering Work Order Desk at ext. 8500 or email your request to D05-SMB-FEDWorkorder@uscg mil.
f. Scrap Metal – ISC Portsmouth recycles metal.  Metal recycling dumpsters are located behind the hobby shop in the Port Services equipment yard.   For removal of these items, contact the Facilities Engineering Work Order Desk at ext. 8500 or email your request to D05-SMB-FEDWorkorder@uscg mil.
g. Bulk Refuse – Items too large for the dumpsters should be disposed of in the large dumpster located next to Port Services.  For removal of these items, contact the Facilities Engineering Work Order Desk at ext. 8500 or email your request to D05-SMB-FEDWorkorder@uscg mil.
h. Shipboard Items- Items such as fire hoses, life jackets, life rings and other such items should not be disposed of in the standard ISC dumpsters. These items should be placed in the dumpsters located outside of Port Services.  If a tenant command anticipates a large amount of trash removal (i.e. spring cleaning), the COTR should be contacted five working days prior to the event and an additional dumpster will be placed near the unit.

i. Tires – ISC recycles tires that come from ISC activities.  ISC does NOT recycle private vehicle tires.  Tires should be placed outside the dumpsters by Port Services.  

j. Pallets – ISC recycles pallets in good shape.  These pallets should be placed outside the dumpsters by Port Services.  

k. All material for disposal must be placed inside the dumpster.  The contractor will not empty any dumpster that has material piled on or leaning against it.  If a dumpster is full, an adjacent dumpster should be used.  

l. Persons placing materials in the dumpsters are responsible for assuring that all openings to the dumpsters are closed tightly to prevent the access of rodents and pests.

5.     ENVIRONMENTAL ASPECTS AND IMPACTS CONSIDERATION. Environmental considerations were examined in the development of this instruction and have been satisfied.
6.     FORMS/REPORTS.  No forms or reports are required.
