INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND PORTSMOUTH INSTRUCTION 11410.3A

Subj:  POLICY FOR FISHING ONBOARD ISC PORTSMOUTH

1.
PURPOSE.  To issue policy, requirements and guidelines for fishing onboard Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth.

2.
ACTION.  Division Officers and Commanding Officers of tenant commands shall ensure their personnel are aware of, and comply with the contents of this instruction.

3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  INTSUPRTCOM PORTSVA INST 11410.3 is hereby cancelled.

4.
DISCUSSION.  This instruction establishes rules and policy for fishing aboard ISC Portsmouth.  Fishing from a military facility is a privilege that can be revoked at any time.  Security and safety concerns are paramount and ISC fishing policy is based upon rules and regulations that provide a minimum of disturbance to operations.  Persons fishing must follow and carry a copy of enclosure (1) to this instruction at all times.  Failure to follow ISC Portsmouth Fishing regulations may result in a loss of fishing and other administrative privileges.  Concerns and questions about ISC fishing policy should be addressed to the Chief, ISC Security by calling 483-8586.

ISC Portsmouth Fishing Regulations

1) Persons fishing are required to carry a copy of these fishing regulations at all times.  Before fishing at ISC, check the fishing area status board in the lobby of the ISC Security building for any temporary restrictions or closures.
2) The following personnel are eligible to fish onboard ISC Portsmouth:

· Personnel holding a valid Active, Retired, Reserve, or Dependent Military ID card.

· USCG Civilian employees holding a valid USCG Identification card. 

· Guests with a valid picture ID when accompanied by a person authorized above.

· Local Law enforcement personnel with proper identification.
3) Fishing times are: 

· Weekdays 5 AM – 7:30 AM and 4 PM – 10 PM.  

· Weekends and Holidays 5 AM – 10 PM. 

4) Fishing may only be conducted in authorized areas that include only the North and South main piers. Personnel fishing are not authorized access to ships, buildings, or other piers, to use restrooms (except those at open MWR facilities), phones or other equipment/facilities onboard ISC Portsmouth.

5) Persons fishing may not fish alone.  Practice the buddy system, keeping your “buddy” in sight at all times.  Children under the age of 16 must be under the direct supervision of an adult.

6) Children under age 12 must wear Coast Guard approved personal flotation devices (PFDs).  We strongly recommend PFDs for everyone engaged in fishing, especially for non-swimmers.

7) Safety first! The piers do not have safety rails and there are many trip hazards.  Persons fishing should watch their step and stay away from the pier edge whenever possible.  Life rings are located along the pier.  If someone falls into the water, throw them a life ring and/or any other floating object.  Pass the word of “man overboard” to the watch of the nearest cutter or contact ISC Security by calling base security (333 from on-base phones or 483-8586 via commercial phones).  Rescue and recovery of persons in the water will be done by small boat or authorized Coast Guard rescue swimmers.  Do not enter the water to assist someone else! Report all injuries to security. 

8) Fishermen are responsible for following all State and Federal fishing laws

9) Alcohol, weapons and knives with blades longer than 3” are prohibited.  Smoking is prohibited when fuel trucks are on the pier or when ships at the pier have a red (Bravo) flag hoisted.  

10) Don’t litter and do clean up after yourself.

11) No fishing:

· Adjacent to operating machinery including fuel trucks, cranes, generators and forklifts. 

· Adjacent to ships or small boats when they are underway or mooring/unmooring. 

· In any area that hampers operations or safety.

12) All personnel and vehicles onboard ISC Portsmouth are subject to search at any time and people are required to present a picture ID upon request. 

13) The ISC OOD or security patrol officer may revoke fishing privileges at any time.  Persons witnessing violations of these regulations shall report them to the ISC OOD.
