Subj:  DISPOSAL OF USED OIL, OILY WATER MIXTURES, AND USED OIL FILTERS 

Ref:   (a) CG ISC PORTSMOUTH INST 3010.2I Integrated Support Command Portsmouth 

Petroleum Product Transfer and Spill Plan
1.
PURPOSE.  This instruction establishes policies and procedures for proper disposal of used oil and other petroleum products, oily water mixtures, and used oil filters.  

2.
ACTION.  Commanding Officers/Officers-in-Charge of tenant commands and ISC Portsmouth Division Officers shall ensure compliance with this instruction.

3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  CG ISC PORTSVA INST 16480.1D is cancelled.

4.
DISCUSSION.  Many divisions and tenant commands/activities at Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth generate waste oil and other used petroleum products, oil mixed with water, and used oil filters.  All such product must be properly handled to prevent spills and contamination.  However, ISC Portsmouth does not have the capability or authority to store large volumes of liquid oil or oily water.  Except as provided in this instruction, units should arrange for commercial disposal of waste oil at unit expense. 
5.
POLICY.
a. Used oil is defined as oil that has been used for internal combustion engine lubricating purposes or used hydraulic fluid.  Oily water mix is defined as any quantity of mixed oil and water.
b. The ISC Portsmouth’s Hazardous Waste Shop (HWS) will accept and dispose of waste oil, hydraulic fluid, and used oil filters from ISC divisions, tenant commands, and visiting boats and cutters.  Used oils and filters must not contain water or be mixed with other hazardous contaminants, and oil and hydraulic fluid should not be mixed.  Used filters must be drained and bagged.  The ISC Portsmouth HWS will coordinate commercial disposal of these waste streams.

c. ISC Portsmouth HWS will accept and dispose of oily water mix of up to 110 gallons (2 drums) per turn-in.  Proper disposal of more than 110 gallons of oily water mix is the responsibility of the unit that generates the waste and should be commercially arranged. 
d. Units may not discharge bilge water overboard through oily water separators (OWS) while moored at ISC Portsmouth. 
e. Units should ensure compliance with reference (a) whenever transferring used oil or other petroleum products.
6.
PROCEDURES. 

a.
Used Oil Disposal.  Any ISC Portsmouth division, tenant command, or visiting vessel that has used oil for disposal must submit a work order requesting empty containers by e-mail to the ISC Portsmouth Facility Engineering Department (FED) at D05-SMB Fedworkorder@uscg.mil.  The work order should specify the type and quantity of used oil requiring disposal.  After receiving the work order, ISC Portsmouth HWS will deliver empty containers, up to 55-gallon drums on pallets, to the requesting unit.  After the oil is transferred, the unit should notify HWS.  HWS will pick up and transport the containers to the hazardous waste storage facility for commercial disposal and recycling or use in the Port Services garage heater.  

b.
Used Oil Filter Disposal.  Any ISC Portsmouth division, tenant command, or visiting vessel that has used oil filters for disposal shall fully drain each filter.  “Draining,” as defined by regulation, means inverting the filter and allowing it to gravity drain at room temperature.  All liquids should be separated by type and disposed of as used oil.  The filters must then be double bagged in plastic.  After the filters are drained and bagged, the unit should submit a work order requesting pick up by e-mail to the ISC Portsmouth Facility Engineering Department (FED) at D05-SMB Fedworkorder@uscg.mil.  HWS personnel will pick-up all bags of filters for recycling or proper disposal through the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMO).

c.
Oily Water Disposal.  Any tenant command or visiting vessels that has an oil-water mix for disposal must submit a work order requesting empty containers by e-mail to the ISC Portsmouth Facility Engineering Department (FED) at D05-SMB Fedworkorder@uscg.mil.  The work order should specify the quantity of mixed oil and water requiring disposal.  HWS will deliver a maximum of two 55-gallon drums to the unit and will accept not more than 110 gallons for disposal.  After the product is transferred to the drums, the unit should notify HWS.  HWS personnel will transport the drums to the hazardous waste storage facility for recycling through a commercial source.

7.  ENVIRONMENTAL ASPECTS AND IMPACT CONSIDERATIONS.  Environmental impacts were fully considered in the development of this instruction.  This instruction is intended to promote the proper disposal of used oil and other products and reduce the risk of a harmful spill or contamination at ISC Portsmouth.
