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INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND PORTSMOUTH INSTRUCTION 1700.2D

Subj:
ADMINISTRATIVE PRIVILEGES

1. PURPOSE.  This instruction discusses administrative privileges that are available at Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth and establishes policy on the withdrawing of those privileges. 

2. ACTION.  ISC Division Officers and Commanding Officers of tenant commands of ISC Portsmouth shall ensure compliance with the provisions of this Instruction.
3. DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  INTSUPRTCOM PORTSVA INST 1700.2C is canceled.

4. DISCUSSION.  Administrative privileges are those opportunities that are allowed by law or Coast Guard policy at the discretion of the Commanding Officer.  They do not include benefits that the government is specifically obligated by law to provide.  At ISC Portsmouth, specific privileges include, but are not limited to: 

a. Use of the Exchange, Barber Shop, Wheelhouse Club, and other facilities;

b. Sponsoring of visitors onboard the ISC;

c. Use of government recreational facilities (gym, pool, etc.) and participation in Morale, Welfare and Recreational functions;

d. Use and parking of privately-owned vehicles onboard the ISC; and

e. Modifications of watch schedules for the member’s convenience in taking special liberty or leave. 

5. POLICY:  

a. Problems such as abuse of ISC facilities, disrespect towards persons in authority, indifference towards duty, etc. occasionally occur onboard ISC Portsmouth and its tenant commands.  Although the problems may involve discipline, the problem is often not serious enough to warrant the use of the Uniform Code of Military Justice, criminal charges or formal disciplinary action.  In such cases, removal of administrative privileges may be an appropriate means to resolve the problem. 
b. ISC Division Officers and Commanding Officers of tenant commands are authorized to withdraw administrative privileges for members assigned to their units.  All withdrawals shall be in writing stating the specific privilege being withdrawn, the reason for the withdrawal, and the conditions to be met for reinstatement of the privilege.  A copy of the notification of withdrawal of privileges will be provided to the ISC’s Personnel Services Division Officer who will furnish copies to the organization responsible for providing the benefit. 
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
