OBSERVING COLORS ONBOARD INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND PORTSMOUTH

1.
PURPOSE. To establish the procedures and responsibilities for observing colors onboard the Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth.

2.
ACTION. All personnel shall be made aware of the contents of this instruction.

3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  CG ISC PORTSVA INST 5060.1F is hereby canceled.

4.
DISCUSSION. Colors are a tradition as well as a requirement at all U. S. military installations. Colors are observed at 0800 and at sunset daily at ISC Portsmouth, in front of the Command/Medical Building.

5.
PROCEDURES.
a.
As prescribed by reference (a), the Standard National Ensign shall be flown on Monday through Saturday.  On Sundays, National Holidays, Coast Guard Day, and when directed, the Holiday National Ensign shall be flown.  Enclosure (1) lists National Ensign sizes.  The Coast Guard Ensign shall be flown on the south yardarm. Any award pennants shall be flown on the north yardarm.  These flags shall not be hoisted until morning colors are completed.  They shall be lowered immediately prior to execution of evening colors.

b.
The Personnel Services Division (PSD) Officer shall ensure the proper flags are available, properly maintained and replacements are ordered as necessary.  The PSD Officer shall also provide personnel for the breaking of special flags i.e. Admirals' flag.  This will allow easier coordination with the main gate for the arrival and departure of dignitaries.

c.
The PSD Officer is responsible for ensuring that morning colors are properly conducted on workdays.  At all other times, colors will be observed by the Officer of the Day (OOD) or Junior Officer of the Day (JOOD) to ensure they are conducted in a proper military fashion.

d.
In accordance with reference (b), THE POW-MIA flag is flown from 0800 to sunset, immediately below the National Ensign on POW-MIA Recognition Day and Memorial Day.  The POW-MIA flag may be flown on other occasions when directed by competent authority.

e.
The color detail will be the off-going duty section for morning colors and the on-coming duty section for evening colors.
f.
The color detail shall be in the uniform of the day, and muster at the flag pole at least five minutes prior to colors.  The color detail shall inform the OOD, JOOD, or PSD Officer of any flags, halyards, or flagstaff in need of repair.  The color detail shall comply with enclosure (1) in raising, lowering, and half-masting the National Ensign.

g.
At the commencement of colors:

(1)
All vehicles onboard the ISC will come to a stop.

(2)
All personnel on the ISC grounds will stop and face in the direction of the flag. Personnel in uniform, and not in formation, will come to attention and render a hand salute.  All personnel in formation will come to attention and the senior member will render a hand salute.  All persons present in civilian attire shall face the flag and stand at attention with their right hand over their heart until colors is completed.  Male personnel in civilian attire wearing hats shall remove the hat and hold it in their right hand at the left shoulder, the hand being over the heart.

h.
All tenant commands shall observe colors simultaneously with the ISC.

6.
ENVIRONMENTAL ASPECT AND IMPACT CONSIDERATIONS.  Environmental considerations were examined in the development of this instruction and have been determined to be not applicable.

SELECTING, HOISTING, AND LOWERING THE NATIONAL ENSIGN

SELECTING
The ISC shall fly a National Ensign from 0800 to sunset daily.  Flag size will be:

2.
HOISTING AND LOWERING
The National Ensign is never “broken”, but always hoisted briskly and smartly, and lowered ceremoniously.  The National Ensign is always hoisted to the peak of the flag mast.
3.
HALF-MASTING
The term “half-masting” means the position of the flag when it is one-half the distance between the top and bottom of the staff.  The National Ensign is always lowered from the peak.  When at half-mast, the National Ensign is first hoisted smartly to the peak of the flag mast and then ceremoniously lowered.
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
