I. Introduction

a. Company services provided to customers

II. Environmental Policy

a. Company’s policy in protecting the environment.

b. Commitment by the top management to ensure continuous compliance with the environmental requirements

III. Organization Chart

a. Top level management and officers responsible for managing environmental issues.

b. Name of environmental consultants (if any) and certified laboratory used to analyze waste samples if required.

c. Frequency and type of training related to safety and environment given to workers.

d. Persons to be notified when company worker noncompliance to company environmental protocols is noted.

IV. Environmental Requirements

a. Include copies of any environmental permits or operating conditions required for providing company services.

b. Include copies of any environmental “Notices of Violation” (NOV’s) or warnings issued to the company by federal, state or local environmental agencies within the last five years.

V. Monitoring Programs

a. Frequency and type of work place environmental monitoring.

VI. Environmental and Pollution Control Measures

a. Identify protocols used to control undesired/prohibited releases to the environment.

b. Identify how waste is accumulated and stored at the worksite.

VII. Environmental Contingency Plan

a. Actions required to be taken by company workers upon a work-related release of hazardous materials to the environment.

b. Emergency contact information and worksite location for worker use.
